The de minimis rate is the rate equal to the sum of the no-new-revenue maintenance and operations rate for WEBB COUNTY, the rate
that will raise $500,000, and the current debt rate for WEBB COUNTY

The proposed tax rate is not greater than the no-new-revenue tax rate. This means that WEBB COUNTY is not proposing to increase 
property taxes for the 2020 tax year.

A tax rate of $0.412000 per $100 valuation has been proposed by the governing body of WEBB COUNTY.

The WEBB COUNTY spent $ 1,055,203 from July 1, 2019 to June 30, 2020to provide appointed counsel for indigent individuals, less the amount of state grants received
by the county. In the preceding year, the county spent $842,206 for indigent defense compensation expenditures. The amount of increase above last year's indigent 
defense expenditures is $212997. This increased the voter-approval rate by $  0.000208 /$100 to recoup the increased expenditures.
