A listing of names and titles of 
managers in your organization is 
a good way to give your newslet-
ter a personal touch. If your or-
ganization is small, you may want 
to list the names of all employees. 

If you have any prices of stand-
ard products or services, you can 
include a listing of those here. 
You may want to refer your read-
ers to any other forms of com-
munication that you’ve created 
for your organization. 

You can also use this space to 
remind readers to mark their 
calendars for a regular event, 
such as a breakfast meeting for 
vendors every third Tuesday of 
the month, or a biannual charity 
auction. 

If space is available, this is a good 
place to insert a clip art image or 
some other graphic.
