
WEBB COUNTY HISTORICAL COMMISSION 
Minutes of Meeting Thursday, March 16, 2009 

 

The Webb County Historical Commission met Thursday, April 23, 2009 at noon at the Webb County 
Records Administration Building, 7117 E. Saunders Avenue.

I. Call to order – The meeting was called to order by Chairman Joe Moreno. 
 

II. Approval of minutes – With a correction to delete the name of Carlos Ordonez from the list of 
those present, minutes of the March 2009 meeting were approved unanimously on a motion 
from Odie Arambula and a second by Jose Roberto Juarez. 

 

III. Committee Reports 
a. Finance and Budget – A printed report was submitted by M. Araiza. Discussion of the 

budget to be submitted in May 2009 resulted in a vote to submit a request for funding 
from Webb County and to propose a 20% increase in support for a total of $8,640. The 
motion was made by O. Arambula and seconded by S. Green. The motion passed despite 
votes against the motion by M. Araiza and J. Moreno. 

 

b. History Appreciation – S. Green opened discussion on moving the deadline for submitting 
essays to the 2009 Founder’s Day Essay Contest from April 30 to May 7. A motion was 
made by O. Arambula and seconded by A. Hall. The motion passed unanimously. 

 

c. Research and Markers – J. Moreno thanked those involved in the success of the airport 
marker dedication on April 1. J. Juarez asked members to continue to work on marker 
applications. He reported the Bruni marker application had been submitted and that the 
proposed location for the Portscheller marker had been changed to Roma where the brick 
maker had been credited with various buildings.
